ourselves, if a simple injection of funds
would enable us to take a trip, for
example, which she considered good
for our wider education.

She went to Oxford University and
then to the Sorbonne, later spending
time in Spain and Italy. She thus
became fluent in three languages, to
which over the years she added a
working knowledge of several more.
During her time at Hertford, she
travelled to exotic locations in her
vacations, sharing with us tales of
meals shared in Bedouin tents in the
Sahara and camping under the stars.

Frances forged a lifelong friendship
at CH with Mary Thompson
(Chemistry).They later moved to
Kerry, where life was not always easy –
there were times which Frances later
referred to as their ‘pickle and potato’
years when they lived on what they
could grow. Frances continued to
teach, and her repertoire grew to
include Maths, French, Biology – her
not knowing about the subject was
never a bar. Incredibly, these children
passed their exams and repaid her
with loyalty and affection, and support
when times were hard.

After Mary died, Frances became
housebound but she never lost her love
of life and learning. She maintained
her enthusiasm for new subjects to
conquer. Requests for increasingly
obscure books on Aramaic or advice
on Hebrew pronunciation were
commonplace. Poetry was another
passion as were her ‘lists’.Visitors to
the house were often confronted with
“OK, give me your ten best 20th
century novels”, followed by a heated
debate on our choice.

When I think of Frances, I think of
books, stimulating talks, kindness,
concern and huge enthusiasm. She
was optimistic and thought the best of
people. And she never felt sorry for
herself. Indeed, her constant answer
to the question “How are you?” was
always “I’m flying! Life is really grand!”

W A R ‘Bill’ Lush
Mid B 40-47, Died October 2008.

I regret to advise of the death of
Bill at the end of October. He had
been in a rest home for some time, as
he was almost blind and suffered from
diabetes. I attended his funeral along
with Annabel (6s 69-74), his daughter,
and a lot of his friends from

Whangarei. Bill went to sea as an
apprentice with Shell Tankers, but
subsequently joined the RAF as a
pilot. He served in Malaysia during
the confrontation, and then worked
for Lloyds Bank, transferring to their
subsidiary in New Zealand in the
1970s.We used to meet at the various
reunions and when I retired to
Northland we used have the odd
lunch together.

Clive Perdue
Ba B 56-63. Born 1944, died 15th
March 2008. Contributed by Chris

Clive was a Modern Language
Grecian, part of a gifted set of
linguists that included Ian Maclean
and Nick Mudie. He was also a back-
row forward in the school First XV
and one of Colin Tod’s boxing team,
possibly a West Sussex champion and
had a first serve at House table tennis
(Ed).The late Tim Law memorably
described him while at CH as being
“mentally and physically tough.”

After CH, Clive went as a modern
language scholar to Lincoln College,
Oxford. In 1968, after graduating, he
moved to Paris, where he spent most
of the rest of his life. He was an
applied linguist with a special interest
in second language acquisition.
Details of his academic career, his
doctorates, and his publications can
be found on the CNRS memorial
website currently under construction.

Clive was seriously interested in
food and drink, and was a talented
cook. He was well-informed about
French political life, a scrupulous
reader of Le Monde. In his earlier
days in Paris he had played rugby for
Paris-British, and he was a regular
follower of Six Nations rugby, not
wholly enthusiastic about the changes
brought by professionalisation. He
was a lover of the theatre and of
classical music. He was a good host,
generous towards his friends and
their children.

Clive is survived by his wife Ev. At
his funeral service in Père-Lachaise,
two Old Blues, Iain Awty and
Howard Davies were among those
who paid tribute. Other Old Blues
present included Brian Allgar (from
Paris), who organised the music,
Nick Mudie (from Italy), and Chris
Martin (from Lyon).

It was a secular ceremony, a
sombre way to spend Good Friday.
We shall miss him.

Margaret Pedley
Hertford Staff. Born 1910, died 2nd
August 2008. Contributed by Iris L

I really got to know Margaret in
later life, when we found ourselves
working together in a charity shop,
and I was delighted to find this
great lady still as vibrant as I had
remembered her. She was very
friendly, charming, a talented artist
with a lively sense of humour and the
sharpest of intellects.

She added brightness to our
monthly CH luncheon meetings,
always showing a genuine interest in
our lives and families.When I told
my ‘school-child’/sister-in-law, Pearl
Norman (née Harris, 4s 37–43), her
spontaneous reply was “Joy, oh joy!”,
Pearl had been in Margaret’s form
and remembered being taken on a
form picnic where Margaret gave
them cherries and then arranged a
competition to see who could spit out
the stones the furthest!

Margaret told me that one of her
reasons for leaving CH was that she
wasn’t entirely sympathetic to the
boarding school system. I was not
surprised to hear that, later, her talent
was recognised and she was made one
of Her Majesty’s Inspectors.

A few years ago, that wonderfully
acute mind began to fade and it was
very sad to see her struggling to
appear normal. Margaret died on
August 2nd 2008, 26 days before
her 98th birthday. I know for certain
that if she had been aware of her
mentally sad state, she would not have
wished to go on living. She had a
firm Christian faith which comforted
her in the assurance of an after-life.

Rest well, dear Margaret.We
remember you with love.

Dennis Savage
La B/Gr E 00-07 Died 11th June
2008 of stomach cancer.
Summarised from the address given
at Dennis’s funeral by Stephen
Walsh, his Grecian Housemaster.

At Christ’s Hospital we teachers
are quite used to feeling that if only
a pupil might recognise the value
of everything that is on offer, they
might get so much more out of
the experience. Often this message
doesn’t seem to quite go in. In
Dennis’s case he made the most of
his time with us and left behind a
memory that is in my experience
quite uniquely warm.
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You often hear people say that ‘no-
one had a bad word to say’ about a
person but for Dennis the cliché was
literally true. His Chemistry teachers
could tell you that Dennis made a
remarkable academic journey from
bottom set scientist to university
chemist. He had intelligence and the
humble virtue of a willingness to work
hard.The bandmaster could tell you
how Dennis persevered with his
tuba, eventually gaining grade 8 and
becoming assistant band captain.
Dennis had skill, persistence and a
community spirit. His housemaster
could tell you that Dennis did not
have an easy time when he first came
to the school– but that, as a senior
himself, he made a big impression
on the juniors who followed with his
gentleness, his genuineness and his
enthusiasm.Throughout the student
body you’ll find people who will tell
you a nice story about the man who
was universally known as Big Den.

As his Grecian housemaster Dennis
and I hooked up only in the sixth
form.We played a bit of guitar
together and we played a bit of fives
together. In both activities Dennis’s
long arms always seemed to be flailing,
whether it was on a power bass chord
or a powerful shot. He had a wry
smile which would come out on such
occasions – he was quite shy around
adults, although when living up to one
of his other nicknames, the Cider
Spider, he could suddenly get
talkative. I witnessed a quite startling
transformation one Saturday night in
his final year, when he took fancy
dress to a new level, shaving off his
hair in the afternoon and painting his
entire body blue in the evening.The
genie from Aladdin, of course – a
suitable image for the way Dennis

blossomed as his CH career went on.
As I have said, the thing about

Dennis was that he seemed to make
the truisms true. And I feel that’s the
most appropriate way to remember
him, as someone who was true.True
to his school, true to his friends and
family and the people what he loved,
true to himself.

Dennis’s funeral was conducted by
the chaplains, played at by a section of
the band, attended by the bandmaster,
another housemaster, Peter Southern
and Mary Ireland - as well as thirty or
forty old blues.

Noel Murray Simon
Pe B 31-39. Born 25th December
1921, died 20th October 2008 aged
86. Contributed by his daughter
Vivienne.

From an early age Noel showed
great interest in, and compassion for,
wildlife of all kinds. His favourite
possession was a beautiful hand-
carved Noah’s Ark – an appropriate
sign of things to come!

After leaving Christ’s Hospital, his
war service included a spell in Kenya
in 1942, and he was so drawn to the
country that he emigrated there after
the War.

He married his first wife, Betty
Bingley, in 1947, and they had three
children. In the early 1950s Noel and
Betty became so concerned at the
decrease in the wildlife population
that in 1955 Noel founded the Kenya
Wildlife Society, remaining its
Chairman until 1962. Numerous
accomplishments can be directly
attributed to Noel and his colleagues
during this period: redefining the
Serengeti National Park’s borders,
successful anti-poaching initiatives
within the Kenya National Parks (of

which Noel became Deputy
Director) and the granting of national
park status to Nakuru (described as
the world’s finest bird spectacle).

From 1962 to 1969 Noel worked
for the World Conservation Union
in Switzerland. He published his
first book to considerable acclaim in
1962 and then produced the first Red
Data Book, Volume 1, Mammalia,
(Mammals) in 1966.This volume set
the methodology and standard for a
series which is still an integral part
today of how rare and endangered
species are tracked and reported.

Noel returned to England in 1970
and over the years some 36 books
were published, including a number
for children.

From 1975 to 1986 he was
Executive Chairman of the Edward
James Foundation at West Dean in
West Sussex. In 1978 he married
Vanessa Hamilton with whom he had
one son, Nicholas. He was also no
stranger to personal tragedy: his first
son, Richard, died at the age of 39
in 1992. His daughter, Claire, died
of cancer at the age of 53 in 2002,
followed by Vanessa a few months
later, also from cancer. He himself
suffered from Parkinson’s disease
and was blind for the last five years
of his life.

Alec Porter Smith
Pe A 35-40. Born 1923, died 2008.
Summarised from the funeral
address given by Alec’s son.

Alec was born in London. His
academic talents were noticed early,
and he won a scholarship to Christ’s
Hospital. He very much enjoyed his
time there, and continued to return
to the school and to attend reunions
until relatively recently.

Following his war service, Alec
completed a BSc in Civil Engineering
at Edinburgh University, where
he met his wife Stephanie. Upon
graduation in 1949 Alec joined the
Simon Group, where he was to
remain for the rest of his career. In
1955, by now with two children,
Alec was posted to West Bengal, and
even after his return to England,
his work gave him the opportunity
to travel regularly.

After retirement in 1986, he and
Steph thoroughly enjoyed pursuing
their interests, extending friendships,
enjoying their five grandchildren and

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travelling extensively. Always
extremely interested in cricket and
rugby, Alec attended many
international matches, and was an
avid supporter of all the sporting
occasions that involved any of their
five grandchildren.

Alec exemplified many of the old-
fashioned virtues: integrity, loyalty,
generosity, and compassion. He was
always willing to give his time, help,
advice or assistance when it was most
needed. He continued to be very
active until his relatively recent illness,
which he fought with courage and
dignity, constantly supported by
Steph. He passed away peacefully
after a remarkable life and we shall all
miss him beyond words, but he will
live on in our hearts forever. May he
rest in peace.

Captain Alan William Frank ‘Alfie’
Sutton, CBE, DSC & Bar, RN
La A 23-30. Born 21st May 1912,
died 6th November 2008. Abridged
from The Daily Telegraph.

At the time of his death aged 96,
Alan was the last survivor of the 42
young naval airmen whose attack in
1940 on the Italian fleet at Taranto
altered the balance of power in the
Mediterranean and changed the
nature of naval warfare. He was an
observer (navigator), with his pilot,
‘Tiffy’Torrens-Spence.With others,
they were awarded the DSC, and he
was later awarded a Bar for
outstanding gallantry in Crete.

After the war Alan remained in the
Navy, and following a variety of
postings worldwide, he finished his
naval career as Director of the Royal
Naval Staff College, Greenwich, from
1962 to 1965. He was aide-de-camp
to the Queen in 1964, and was also
appointed CBE.

After the Navy he worked for the
chemical division of the Distillers
Company and then for BP until 1977,
when he retired to devote himself to
the gardens and woods at his home,
Northanger, in Surrey.

In 1940 he had married Peggy
Cazeuax de Grange, who survives
him with two sons and two daughters;
another daughter predeceased him.

Colin Russell (Ba A 54-61) writes
that Alan was latterly a close
neighbour of his in Godalming. Alan’s
late younger brother, Dudley, also
attended CH. Alan was a Royal
Mathematical School badge wearer at
Christ’s Hospital.

Ann Trussell (Chant, 1s 31-8)
Born 17th October 1919, died 8th
October 2008. Formerly known
as Lily.

Born in Acton, Middlesex, one of
three children, she was singled out as
an unusually bright pupil at her local
school, and went to Christ’s Hospital
in Hertford where she became head
girl. She then went on to attain a
degree in mathematics at London
University.

In 1944 she married Richard and
had three children. In 1957, the
family emigrated to Uganda for
Richard to take up a post at Makerere
College Medical School. Ann taught
at the Lubiri School, and also
presented an education programme
on Uganda Television, though sadly
none of her broadcasts survive.

In 1972 Richard was expelled from
Uganda by Idi Amin, and the family
returned home. In England, Ann and
Richard became orchid experts, and
won many awards at all levels.They
also recultivated a neglected vineyard,
making and selling their own wine.

Sadly, Ann’s was bed-ridden for
the last four years of her life, but
fortunately she, and latterly Richard,
were cared for in their own home
by a succession of dedicated carers.

Following Richard’s death in
September, Ann released her
tenacious hold on life, and died
exactly 28 days later.

David William ‘Butch’White
Horsham staff, 78-c85. Born 14th
December 1935, died 1st August
2008 aged 72.

Before CH, Butch White had been
a professional cricketer, spending
most of his career with Hampshire. At
the time of Hampshire’s first County
Championship in 1961,White was
believed by many to be the fastest
bowler in England. His contribution
was recognized by his selection for
the England tour of India & Pakistan
in 1961-2; however, he suffered a
number of injuries during this tour
and played in only one test. It was a
source of regret to him that he never
represented his country again.

After his retirement from
professional cricket in 1972, Butch
White undertook a number of sports-
related jobs, amongst which he
became groundsman and cricket pro
at Christ’s Hospital.

Margaret Wilson
Hertford Staff 50-85. Born 26th
December 1922, died 10th Nov 2008
aged 85. Obituary by Kerren
Simmonds (Hertford, 57-66).

Margaret Wilson was a Northern
Irelander who joined Christ’s Hospital
Hertford in 1950 to teach Geography.
She was an inspiring and revered
teacher, passionate about her subject.
The announcement of her death on
the ‘Unofficial CH Forum’ prompted
a flurry of affectionate reminiscences,
with different generations
remembering the same things – for
instance, ‘warm wet westerly winds in
winter and hot dry sunny summers’,
the climate in the South of France
which enables growth of ‘peaches and
“apricats”, and the names of all the
rivers ofYorkshire.

Whilst at CH, she struck up a
lifelong friendship with Betty Jukes
(Home Economics), travelling
together during the school holidays
and eventually buying a house
together in retirement.They continued
to enjoy foreign travel, bridge and
birdwatching for another fifteen years,
before Margaret’s health began to fail.

Sadly, Margaret’s death ended a
long and difficult illness. Although not
able to live at home for the last six
years of her life, she was in a nursing
home nearby where Betty Jukes
remained a steadfast companion and
carer, visiting twice a week without
fail. Betty, now 87, still lives in their
shared house in Hertford and has been
very touched to receive many cards
and letters of condolence. She is
unable to reply to correspondence
personally but has asked that, through
this notice, her thanks be expressed to
all those who took the time and trouble
to write to her.

Angela Woodford (née Marsh,
6s 64-71) can still see Miss Wilson
as though it were yesterday. A very
little woman dressed in neat skirts
and jumpers, dark, set hair, relentlessly
brisk and brusque in an efficient
smiley way.

“Don’t give up Geogo!” seniors
would say, “Miss Wilson gets everyone
through ‘O’ level.” She certainly did -
even me!

Geography as taught by Miss
Wilson was incredibly thorough.We
enjoyed sidetracking some teachers
on to other subjects, to hear their
interesting opinions.There was none
of that with Miss Wilson - from the

George Fotheringham
Gainsborough CBE, PhD,
CEng, FIEE
Mid A 26-33. Died 9th October
2008 aged 93.

George Gainsborough was a
House Captain and went on to read
Physics at Kings College London.
After completing his PhD, he
began his career in the Civil Service
and also read for the Bar. He is
principally remembered as a
transformational secretary of the
IEE, during which time he turned
it into a profitable and highly efficient
organization. In retirement he
sat on a number of International
Electrotechnical Committees in
Geneva.

George was twice part of a
Christ’s Hospital Corporate
Donation Governorship. He died
in the IET residential home, Speirs
House, in Surrey.

Robert Henry Burnell
Ma A 40-47, died 10th November
2008, aged 77. Contributed by Josh

My memories of Bob at CH are a
little blurred but I do remember him
as an excellent scholar and a talented
rugger player. After leaving CH, he
emigrated to Canada. He married
Louise in 1949 and after gaining
his bachelor’s degree, he went on to
gain a PhD in Organic Chemistry
in 1955. He remained in academia,
and was awarded the title of Professor
Emeritus by Université Laval in
Quebec in 2003.

Perhaps our true friendship
originated in Canada in 2002. Bob
was one of the keenest supporters of
our group of Eastern Canadian Old
Blues and was always on hand to help
organize things and to offer advice.
Later, when he was struggling with
recurrent bouts of lymphoma, his
attendance could not be deterred. In
his words “it just makes me feel so
much better”.

In our new-found friendship Bob
was one of the finest people that one
could meet. His children talked
warmly about family life.To his
students he was “a dearly beloved
teacher of chemistry”. He was a man
of huge talent. I was privileged to
see his life-story book that he wrote
for his children and grandchildren -
beautifully written and wonderfully
illustrated. Meticulous in everything
he did, yet he delighted in the rare
occasion that a student would chide
him gently about an error in his
French.

He will be truly missed by all who
knew him.
